Drugs Education Policy
Statement for Drugs Education

At Wootton School we as a staff acknowledge that drugs affect all communities in modern societies. We have a moral and legal obligation to the children in our care to address this issue, and to ensure that we raise their awareness of the dangers of drugs and their misuse.

We acknowledge that children may well have a wide knowledge about drugs and it is therefore essential that we include a comprehensive drugs education as part of our PSHCE programme of study for the school.

We rely on the support of all staff, governors and parents in implementing this programme.

An up to date list of children taking prescribed drugs eg for asthma will be made available to all members of staff. Parents are responsible for informing the school of their child’s medical needs.

All forms of illegal substance are forbidden on school premises.
Aims

· To deliver an age appropriate drug awareness programme within the taught curriculum

· To educate children about the dangers of drug abuse

· To teach children that all medicines are drugs but not all drugs are medicines

· To help children understand the beneficial part drugs play in society

· To show children how to make informed choices and to teach strategies to help them resist pressure from their peers

Moral and spiritual framework

The drugs education programme will reflect the school ethos and demonstrate and encourage the following values:

· Respect for self

· Respect for others

· Responsibility for own actions

· Responsibility for their family, friends, school and wider community

Schemes of work

We will use aspects of the Smile Scheme across the school to teach about drug use and misuse. This will provide a progressive and differentiated programme of learning that is relevant and appropriate to the age and maturity of the children.

It will include the development of communication and social skills and encourage the exploration and clarification of values and attitudes. Where appropriate links will be made to PSHCE, Science, RE and PE schemes of work.

We believe in the entitlement of all children to a full programme of drug education to encourage drug awareness and to protect them from harm.
