Policy for the use of RM Maths program

We recognise that this individual teaching program is a rich and diverse resource that can be used to complement and enhance the work that has been planned in each class. We also recognise that it can be used as a tool in diagnostic assessment and to measure academic progress. 

We believe it is important to plan individual access to the programs as an integral part of our planning in mathematics.

Access to sessions will involve using the whole school day, and the aim is for each child to use the program 2-3 times a week to ensure a steady rate of progress and acquisition of skills and concepts. However access to sessions will not compromise those times when children need to take part in whole class lesson introductions or final summaries, particularly in maths and English.

Through the use of the RM Maths program we aim to encourage:

· Personal responsibility

· Positive attitude to work

· Individual competitiveness in improving upon previous attainment/scores

· Pace and rigour in individual application to tasks

· A sense of fulfilment and success in achieving targets or goals.

The subject leader will monitor the effectiveness of the use of the program with class teachers using the pupil data provided.
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
